Referees must wear a navy blue suit with a white shirt, white socks, white trainers and either navy blue or Association Tie.

            ALTERATIONS


Entry Alterations

If we have to change divisions, due to incorrect instructor information, we will try to do so as long as it does not cause too much disruption for previously drawn divisions.
Categories

Under 13’s – The competitors must be under 13yrs on the day of the competition

13-17yrs – The competitors must be aged 13yrs up to 17yrs on the day of the competition.
18+ (Adults) – The competitors must be 18 and over on the day of the competition.

Individual Sparring

-13’s Sparring bouts will be 1 round of 1 min. 
13-17yrs sparring bouts will be 1 round of 1 min 30secs.

The divisions of the Junior Black belts will be dependant on the number of black belts competing.  If there are not enough an Open weight category may be required.
18+ (Adults) Sparring bouts will be 1 round of 2 mins.  Black Belts will be 2 rounds of 2 mins.
Male and Female will be separated in Adults, 13-17 and also in the under 13’s if there are enough entrants. 
Individual Patterns

In all bouts the competitors will perform an optional pattern.  In the black belt division one designated and one optional pattern will be performed. If the need arises and we need to combine black belts (i.e. 1st, 2nd & 3rd etc.) then 2 designated patterns will be performed. Also Male and Female will be separated. 
Medals

One gold, one silver and 2 bronze medal in each category can be won. In the case of a category with 3 competitors a round robin will take place. 
The Overall Trophy will go to the Instructor with the most gold medals
